A child from a poor social background has 
low marks given to him/her by most of his/her 
teachers. The Class Teacher (school director, 
pedagogue, psychologist) asks those teachers 
to give the child higher marks, for the reason 
that his/her family situation is really bad.

Students complain that the teacher of 
mathematics has given bad marks to all 
students because they didn’t want to do the test, 
explaining that they had already done another 
test that day but in a different subject.

Students and parents complain that their Class 
Teacher is not striving suficiently for his/her 
class and does not make interventions to other 
teachers in order to upgrade marks at the end of 
the school year.

You notice that a particular child suddenly gets 
many higher grades in most of the subjects. But, 
you haven’t noticed changes in his learning.
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Provided that you were a parent how you would 
act in the following or in similar situations?

S i t u a t i o n

1
A parent of a child from the class that your child 
attends, is constantly giving expensive gifts to 
teachers.

2
You have heard that a teacher hurls insults to 
your child when he/she demontrates weak 
knowledge calling him/her that he/she is stupid, 
lazy, etc.

3
Your child is complaining that a certain teacher, 
about whom you have very high opinion, does not 
assess him/her objectively.

4

One of the teaching subjects represents a 
particular problem for your child, „he/she is not 
doing well in it ...“. One of your friends tells you 
that he/she is a close friend with that teacher 
and at the end, he would settle the problem 
concerning the grade.

5

Your child tells you that he/she is not prepared 
for the announced test which is of great 
importance for the final grade. He/she asks you 
to help him/her write answers on slips of paper 
to copy from at the test, as it was done by some 
of his/her friends.

The Class Teacher tells you details about the 
family background and about some personal 
characteristics of a certain child justifying it 
why he/she made interventions to upgrade the 
marks of tht child.
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7

The parent of a child, in the class of your child, 
usurps most of the time at a teacher-parents 
meeting, but then he/she doesn’t accept the 
explanations about the grades given to his/her 
child by the teachers.

A child from a difficult social background has low 
marks given to him/her by most of the teachers. 
The Class Teacher asks them to give the child 
higher marks, because the family background of 
that child is really difficult.

9

The Class Teacher at a teacher-parents meeting 
is complaining that the parents of certain 
students come to school constantly during 
regular classes, out of the scheduled time for 
visits by parents, address the teachers with an 
unpleasant tone, insulting words and threats.

Your child is complaining that a teacher doesn’t 
provide information to the class about why they 
were given grades that they are not pleased 
with.
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Provided that you were a student how you would 
act in the following or in similar situations?

S i t u a t i o n

1
A student constantly brings slips of paper in order 
to copy from them the ready-made answers at 
the mathematics tests, though he/she knows 
that such acts are not permissible.

2
You notice that a student is often absent when 
there is a test to be taken, or to have an oral 
examination class, and then he/she brings 
excusable notes that he/she was sick.

3
You have noticed many times that certain 
students ask their classmates to whisper to them 
the answers while they are being examined.

4
Some students don’t loose time at home to do 
their homeworks, but they would rather copy 
them from their classmates during the long 
class breaks.

5

Some students use to borrow drawings made 
by other students and show those as their own 
ones, and in such a way they get good grades for 
somebody else’s drawings in the art education 
subject.

6
Some students work hard only at the end of the 
term or at the end of the school year, although 
the teacher has suggested to them that they 
should study on a regular bases.

7
A student, in order to conceal his weak 
performance, has corrected by himself the 
marks in the Class Record Book.

8
Some students always make fus and look for 
reasons how to postpone taking a test announced 
by their teacher.
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9
Some students require from the teacher not to 
pose difficult questions, and then they want to 
get high grades.

10

Some students has studied poorly during the 
entire school year, and then at the end of the 
school year they ask the teachers to loosen for 
the reason that they would be able to enroll at 
the wanted secondary school.

11
Some students concider that the art education 
classes are just for fun and therefore they 
should get the top mark 5, without making great 
efforts.

12
Some students don’t come to remedial classes, 
although their grades are low, and then they ask 
the teachers to upgrade their grades.
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
