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During 2010 MCEC activities were focused on: 
 

¶ Improving the school -based assessment  in order to enhance teaching and learning and to 
contribute for individual progress of each student.   

¶ Improving of knowledge and skills of mathematics and science teachers  for using modern 
teaching approaches, such as learning through problem solving, learning through research and 
learning through project work. 

¶ Strengthening the capacities of the school boards  through training program and support for 

improving school management in decentralization of education.  

¶ Deliberating in Democracy for high school students on global subjects, where students learnt 
about democratic principles and gained skills for civic participation. 

¶ Training of lower elementary teachers to use ToolKid software and its integration in elective 
subject Work with computers  implemented in cooperation with the Bureau for Educational 
Development. 

¶ Increasing the confidence among youth in ethnically mixed communities through  providing 
professional support and mentorship in the implementation of the extracurricular activities for 
students with different ethnical background.  

¶ Organization of the workshops for the program Capacity Building in Literacy and Numeracy to 
Improve Student Learning Outcomes for the 1-3 grades teachers, as in accordance with UNICEF and 
BDE requirements.
